As we continue to transition out of a COVID-centric environment there remains a need for a strong and 
relevant peak industry body for Sport in South Australia.     

We are attuned to the importance of delivering value to our 
members, and endeavour to continuously improve our influence 
and service offering. We thank you for your commitment to Sport 
SA, and certainly appreciate your efforts across all levels of the 
sporting landscape.    

On a positive note, the value of our advocacy has been realised in 
the form of $1m annual election commitment funding for the next 
4 years. This funding support is comparative with other States 
and means we can confidently deliver on several key strategic 
priorities moving forward.  

This includes the following projects: 

1. �Governance Reform – to provide a supported delivery 
model to allow State Sport & Recreation Organisations  
to lead, grow, and build sustainability.       

2. �Women’s Sport Academy – to develop a model 
for supporting and empowering athletes, coaches, 
officials and administrators to reach their full potential; 
leading and changing the game for now and for future 
generations.    

3. �Festival of Sport Annual Conference – to create a 
program of knowledge sharing and knowledge transfer 
that can apply immediately in sport and recreation 
organisations.       

4. �Subsidised Training – management and delivery of 
subsidised industry needs training in collaboration with 
Sport SA partners. 

 
We have also successfully advocated on your behalf for 
repurposing of the partnership funding that is administered by the 
Office for Recreation, Sport and Racing. We firmly believe that 
this funding should be retained within the sports sector and are 
pleased to see the new government take this feedback on board. 

The reward and recognition pillar of our strategic plan includes 
two worthy events on the Sport SA calendar; the annual sports 
awards which are a celebration of our wider community including 
their service to sport at all levels and the Hall of Fame which 
acknowledges our elite performers. 

We will continue to celebrate these events separately and look 
forward to being the very first event at the upgraded Memorial 
Drive Tennis Centre on Sunday 27 November for the rebel South 
Australian Sports Awards 2022.   

I also wanted to reflect on the continued success of the SA Masters 
Games which was held in Tatiara in April 2022. This event delivers 
significant economic return on investment to host cities in regional 
South Australia through visitation, bed nights, and hospitality. The 
high participation figures also reinforce the important role that 
sport plays in terms of social connection and wellness. We look 
forward to returning to the Copper Coast for the 2023 SA Masters 
Games which are set to be held from 20-23 April.    

I also wanted to provide an update on our work alongside the 
Marleston Foundation to assist them in developing the Marleston 
Community and Sports Centre as a fully inclusive community 
hub.

Masters Games 2022

The Tatiara District Council hosted the  
26th South Australian Masters Games  
from Thursday 7 to Monday 11 April 2022. 

In hosting the 26th South Australian Masters Games, 908 people,  
30+ years of age, participated in 21 sports across 4 key regional locations  
in the Tatiara District: Bordertown, Keith, Mundulla and Willalooka. As 
there are neither competitive qualification requirements for participants, 
nor entrance fees for spectators, the Tatiara District Council considered 
it as both a participatory sports tourism event and a spectator event.

The South Australian Masters Games is promoted to create significant 
return on investment to the host Region, with its main purpose to serve 
as a tourism event. A good part of that return on investment came from 
the 700+ participants and visitors to the Tatiara who spent between 
1,400 and 2, 100 nights in local accommodation, staying an average of 
2-3 nights. With approximately 75% of these participants visiting from 
outside of our region, the event served as an excellent vehicle for the 
Tatiara to promote itself.

Key statistics
 �53% of participants represented 5 sports:  
Hockey, Dragon Boating, Basketball, Golf and Tennis.

 �Events were held in 4 locations: Bordertown, Keith, Mundulla  
and Willalooka.

 �The largest number of participants came the Tatiara (23.5%), 
followed by Adelaide (21.7%), Country SA (20.4%) and the 
Southeast (15.0%). 

 �The age group with the most participants was 41-50. 

 �The oldest athlete was 91 years of age and competed in Athletics.

 �The Council hosted two events – Cycling and Equestrian. The Masters Games strike a healthy balance 
between community and competition.
